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	Issue/Scenario:
	If a subject has succeeded in taking your baton away from you, you are in an extremely dangerous situation, requiring prompt action.
What do you do?


	Discussion:
	If a subject has taken your baton, your best defense—if it is feasible—would be to draw your firearm, create distance, and attempt to defuse the situation with verbalization. 

Call for additional assistance if feasible.

In some situations, such as crowd control, drawing your firearm might not be feasible but you should be prepared to defend yourself against the use of the baton. 
If the individual advances, continue to create distance to avoid use of deadly force if possible.  Deadly Force is authorized only when immediately necessary to prevent death or serious bodily injury to yourself or another.
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
