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	Issue/Scenario:
	You have just answered a call on a burglar alarm and discovered a rear door ajar.  You have called for cover and your cover officer has arrived.  You decide to enter the residence and determine if a burglary has occurred.  You draw your weapon and enter the residence.
What are the safety procedures that should be used?


	Discussion:
	The primary safety procedure is to not have your finger on the trigger!  You trigger finger should be resting on the edge of the trigger guard and should not enter the trigger well until you have a target and intend to fire.
Accidental discharges are usually caused by the officer having their finger on the trigger while in motion.

Keep the weapon at the front ready position and do not cross your partner with your weapon.

Communicate clearly but quietly as you clear the residence.

What other procedures should be used when searching a residence??
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
