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	Issue/Scenario:
	You are walking In the basement corridor of the medical center. Ahead of you a middle-aged man suddenly slumps against the wall and slides to the floor. No one is available to help. 
What should you do next?



	Discussion:
	Check for responsiveness. If the victim is unresponsive, activate the emergency response system (and get the AED and emergency equipment if available), and then return to the victim to begin CPR. As a first action you must determine if the victim is unresponsive; if the victim is unresponsive and an adult, you should activate the hospital emergency response system. If emergency equipment (including an AED) is available, get it at the same time you activate the emergency response system.
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
