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	Issue/Scenario:
	You have been subpoenaed to testify in court on a prohibited weapons charge.  The prosecutor has asked that you bring the weapon with you.
You meet with the Property Custodian on the morning of the trial and request the weapon, showing him the subpoena.

He retrieves the weapon and you sign for the weapon on the chain of custody report.  When you report to the court, the prosecutor wants to keep the weapon in his office until the trail starts.

What should you do?


	Discussion:
	You are responsible for any property signed out to you until signed for by the court or prosecutor.
Explain the department’s procedures to the prosecutor and ask that he sigh for receipt of the weapon.

If you have any difficulty, contact an on-duty supervisor for further instructions.

If the weapon is not returned to you at the end of the day, turn in the property receipt to the Property Custodian when you return to the station.
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
