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	Issue/Scenario:
	Last week you were injured by a suspect who was resisting arrest.  During the arrest you were knocked to the ground and broke your arm and wrist on your gun hand.  While the suspect was properly charged with resisting arrest and assault on an officer, you have been off work for several days and cannot work your part time job.  While the city Workers Compensation is still paying your salary and medical expenses.  However, you cannot pick up your 7month old child safely or adequately care for your other children while your wife is at work. The city and Workers Compensation will not compensate you for hiring a child care worker to assist.
What are your options?


	Discussion:
	The Texas Crime Victims Compensation Act covers all victims of crimes including police officers injured in a criminal act.  Keep accurate records of your expenses and apply as a Crime Victim for reimbursement.
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
