	Issue/Scenario:
	You are on patrol and you receive a call to respond to a domestic disturbance.  Upon arrival, the victim, runs out of the house and stated the offender is still in the house sitting in the living room.  Upon you waiting for back up and safely enter the residence, the male offender charges you and you immediately have to put hands on the subject. 

What are the five key rules of force?


	Discussion:
	1.  The purpose for the use of force is to gain control in pursuit of a legitimate law enforcement objective.  If verbalization is effective in gaining control it is always preferable to physical force.
2. If at any time the level of force you are using is not effective to gain control, you may disengage and/ or escalate in order to take proper police action.
3. You need not escalate step by step through the Force Continuum. As the situation dictates you may move from any mode to any other if you reasonable believe that a lower level of force would be ineffective.  
4. Once you have gained control of a subject, you must reduce the level of force to that needed to maintain control.
5. You must always maintain a position of advantage.
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
