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	Issue/Scenario:
	It is below freezing and rain is turning to ice on the roads.  You have just responded to a complaint at a bar.  The individual complained about is verbally abusive toward the staff and has been asked to leave.  He has refused.  When you arrive and get the full story, you give the subject a criminal trespass warning and tell him to leave.  He states he will leave but he doesn’t have a coat and his friends who drove him to the location have left.  He cannot reach them by phone.
Do you have any obligations to ensure his safety?


	Discussion:
	Although officers generally have no duty to protect citizens from 3rd party harm, an officer may be held to a duty where some affirmative act on the part of the officer created the danger to the person or enhanced an existing danger.
Officers and agencies may be liable for “state created dangers.”

In this case, how would you ensure his safety?

1. Give him a ride home?

2. Give him a ride to a sheltered and warm location and have him call a taxi?

3. Check back at a later time to ensure his safety?
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
