	Issue/Scenario:
	You have responded to a single MVA and a light pole and a wire is lying across the car.  A witness tells you that the driver exited the car and grabbed the live wire in an attempt to move it off the car.   You find the driver on the ground near the live wire. He does not move.  Several other officers are nearby.

What should you do now?



	Discussion:
	First aid actions for this injury:

· Be sure the area is safe for you and for the victim. Ask everyone to stay away from the equipment that caused the shock.  Notify dispatch of the situation, so appropriate fire equipment can be sent. Do not touch the victim if he is in contact with the power source while the power source is still on.

· After the electricity has been turned off, determine unresponsiveness (if rescue personnel are not on scene).  If the victim is unresponsive, open the airway and check for breathing. If there is no normal breathing, give rescue breaths and continue with CPR if needed.

· Do not move the victim.

Points to Emphasize: 

· Scene safety.  Disconnect electricity at its source.  Emphasize the importance of not entering an area if high-tension power lines are involved.  The earth and even a wooden stick can conduct dangerous electric current if the voltage is high enough.

The damage done by the electric current depends on its path.  Since this victim is unresponsive, the current likely passed his heart as it traveled from his arm to the exit point.  If so the victim needs CPR and defibrillation with an AED.
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
