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	Issue/Scenario:
	An officer receives a tip that a bookstore owner is engaged in selling child pornography and that this storeowner keeps this pornography behind the counter.      The officer gets the ok from his commanding officer to enter the store in civilian dress and attempt to purchase some of this child pornography.  While in the store the officer speaks with the storeowner and says a friend has advised him he might get some “hotter stuff with younger models” than what is displayed on the shelves.  The storeowner informs the officer that such materials are available only to good customers.  

The officer then purchases “soft core” pornography and leaves.  During the next few weeks this officer returns to the store and makes several more purchases of soft porn material.  On each occasion he to requests for some “hotter stuff with younger models.”  The owner eventually comes around and sells the hard-core child pornography material to the officer.  After the sale the owner is arrested.

Is this entrapment?


	Discussion:
	No, this is not entrapment.  

The owner made the officer well aware that he had the “hotter stuff with younger models” in stock, but stated it was only going to be sold to good customers.  The officer, through persistence and investigation, continually went into the store to buy other items, and eventually obtained the owners confidence and was able to purchase the illegal child pornography.
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
