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	Issue/Scenario:
	At the beginning of each shift, officers are required to check their vehicle for operational readiness.
What does this entail?




	Discussion:
	Officers should first check the vehicle for any damage that appears new or previously unreported.  If any is noted, contact the on-duty supervisor before accepting the vehicle.
Officers should next check the vehicle’s operational readiness to include:

1.  Fluid levels including oil, gas, brake fluid, coolant, and wiper fluid

2. Tire tread and air pressure

3. Lights and Emergency lighting systems

4. Auxiliary equipment (per checklist)

5. Security and operability of prisoner cage, searching rear seating area

One of the most important performance requirements for police vehicles is ensuring you have sufficient air pressure in the tires.  Cornering in a high speed operations or pursuits can be dangerous if tires are not at the required pressure.

Officers should never begin a shift without the proper equipment.  Your safety and the safety of your citizens depend on you arriving safely and have the required equipment.
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
