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	Issue/Scenario:
	You are requested to meet with another local jurisdiction at a residence in your city.  You are looking for a driver who was involved in a (traffic only) road rage incident involving a ranking officer’s wife from that outside jurisdiction.  When you arrive at the address you notice the vehicle involved in this road rage parked in front of the home.  You meet with two officers from this jurisdiction.  Once at the door you knock and a group of males start to taunt you and the other officers.  This group refuses to open the door or even identify themselves.  The two officers from the outside jurisdiction (who both want to impress their commanding officer) tell you that they want to kick in the door.  They tell you that their boss is upset and that they feel they have “exigent circumstances.”
What should you do?




	Discussion:
	Advise the officer to not kick in the door.  Ask for a supervisor to respond to the scene.  Try to educate these officers on when exigent circumstances can be used and what elements are needed to enter a residence without a warrant.
What three elements do you need in order to enter a person’s residence without a warrant?

1. Immediate threat of escape.

2. Immediate threat of destruction of evidence

3. Immediate threat of death or great bodily harm to the officer or the general public.

Tell these officers that you are not going to allow them to kick in the door and that they need to wait for a supervisor from their jurisdiction to arrive on scene.
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
