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	Issue/Scenario:
	You have just been dispatched on a fire alarm at a residence in a local trailer court.
Discuss the manner in which you respond.


	Discussion:
	Police are dispatched on Fire Calls to assist the Fire Department with traffic and crowd control.
You will sometimes beat the Fire Department to the scene.  

If you arrive first and there is no smoke or fire, try to find the correct address so you can direct the responding units when they arrive.

If you arrive first and if smoke or fire is present that clearly shows the fire’s location, consider where the fire apparatus will be coming from and clear a path to the fire and around the closest fire hydrant if possible.  
Make sure you park your vehicle away from the front of the house and in a location where you can get out after hoses have been laid between the hydrant and the fire. It is much more important to get the fire apparatus close to the house than your vehicle.  Don’t park directly in front of the house!!! And remember, the fire department will be there a long time, don’t get your vehicle blocked in where you can’t get out.
If there is an indication that people are still in the dwelling that is on fire, advise the dispatcher and try to find a method to get them out without entering the location yourself.  Fires create significant poisonous gases which may not be recognizable until too late. 

Keep others from entering a location that is clearly hazardous if possible.

When the fire apparatus arrives, advise the fire commander of what you know and determine what they need from you for assistance.   Begin crowd and traffic control as needed.  Advise a supervisor if additional units are needed.
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
