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	Issue/Scenario:
	You conduct a high-risk traffic stop on a violator who has just committed a violent felony (armed robbery).   The driver pulls his car over and seems to be cooperating with you.

How would you conduct this high-risk traffic stop?

What elements must you take into consideration?



	Discussion:
	Review the location of the potential stop, where are you going to initiate the traffic stop.

Review vehicle positioning, along with assisting squads positions and locations.

Review ordering of offender(s) out of vehicle, one officer making the verbal commands.

Identifying potential dangers and appropriate responses.

Keep in mind how you are going to handle other vehicles and pedestrians that are in the area.

Play devil’s advocate with officers to generate discussion, ie; being that the driver appears to be cooperative would you walk up to the vehicle and make contact with the driver, etc.
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
