	Discussion:
	Unlike fresh and close pursuit, which deal with jurisdictional issues "hot pursuit" is a 4th amendment concept.  It means that if a police officer is chasing a subject and the subject goes into a home the police can follow into the house.  However, the doctrine is usually only applicable for felony matters as the courts frown upon the "hot pursuit" justification for a warrantless entry into a home on minor matters.
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
