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	Issue/Scenario:
	You have just been dispatched on a medical alarm at a residence on Walnut  street.
Discuss the manner in which you respond.


	Discussion:
	Police are dispatched on Medical Alarms to assist the Fire Department with entry if necessary and to protect both first responders and possible victims if the alarm was set off during a domestic altercation or other criminal episode.
Officers responding should gain as much information as possible from the dispatcher before arrival.

If it is clearly a non-criminal medical emergency, and the officer arrives first, attempt to secure an entry for EMS personnel and provide whatever first aid is within the officers capabilities.

If there is no information regarding the nature of the medical emergency, the officer should carefully approach the location as if an offense may have occurred and the offender is still at the scene.  The officer should remain on guard until the nature of the call is fully known.
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
