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	Issue/Scenario:
	You have decided to carry an off-duty weapon.  

What are you required to do, prior to and while you are carrying a firearm while off-duty?


	Discussion:
	An officer who elects not to carry a firearm while off-duty shall not be subjected to disciplinary action, if an occasion should arise in which he/she could have taken police action if he/she were armed.

Any costs and/or expenses associated with firearms, ammunition, holsters, or equipment being used off-duty shall be the sole responsibility of the officer.

It is the officer’s responsibility to make certain that he/she is current in all department requirements for off-duty firearms carry.  (i.e. annual qualification)

When an officer carries a firearm off-duty, that officer is required to carry their badge, identification (ID card).

The off-duty firearm shall not be less than .30 caliber/7.62 millimeter, and must be in good working condition and capable of safely firing current high performance ammunition.

Officers shall insure the care, cleaning, safe storage, and rotation of ammunition for their off-duty firearms. 

No officers shall consume any intoxicants, controlled substances or be under the influence of an intoxicant or controlled substance when armed with a firearm while off-duty.
