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	Issue/Scenario:
	An armed robbery at a gas station has just occurred and the suspect has discharged a gun. The victim has given a description of the suspect and the vehicle. While in route to the scene you locate the suspect vehicle traveling away from the scene. The offender sees you and a pursuit begins.

What are your responsibilities?


	Discussion:
	The officer initiating a motor vehicle pursuit will insure:

All emergency signaling devices, both audible and visual, are in operation.

The dispatch center is notified of the following:

· The reason for the pursuit.  

· Location and direction of pursuit.

· Description of the vehicle, number of occupants and the license number of the vehicle.

· Changes in the direction of the pursuit, situation and estimated speed of the suspect vehicle.

That while engaged in the pursuit, a safe distance is maintained between the squad and the suspect vehicle.

That if the violator abandons the vehicle, the dispatch center is notified of the location of the suspect and vehicle, and that the ignition key of the squad and suspect vehicle are removed before pursuing on foot.

Upon notification by a supervisor to terminate the pursuit, the pursuit will be ended immediately.
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
