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	Issue/Scenario:
	You are pulling up to a busy intersection when you observe a car run the red light right in front of you.  You turn on your red lights and pull through the intersection then increase speed to catch up with the violator.  As you get closer, you observe the vehicle clearly speed up and begin to pull away.  About the time you start to call in on the radio, the dispatcher puts out a call on an armed robbery at the convenience store about a block from where you saw the speeding vehicle go through the traffic light.  The dispatcher says the clerk has been shot and that an ambulance has been called.  No other patrol units are clear or in the area.

What do you do now?


	Discussion:
	While it is clear that the vehicle you are now chasing may be the suspect vehicle, the life of the clerk is a higher priority.  Advise the dispatcher that you believe you may have seen the get-away vehicle and give the description and direction of travel.  Break off your pursuit of the vehicle and respond to the robbery scene as soon as possible to render what assistance you can and gather critical information for immediate follow-up.
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
