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	Issue/Scenario:
	You have just been dispatched on a burglar alarm at a residence on Harwood  street.
Discuss the manner in which you respond.


	Discussion:
	The primary officer and cover officer would respond Code 1 and park some distance away from the front of the residence.  The responding officer will maintain position until the arrival of the back-up officer.
When the backup officer arrives, the primary officer will have the backup officer cover another portion of the residence and the dispatcher will be requested to call the residence and request a representative to step outside and meet with officers at the corner of the property.

The dispatcher should get a description of the person responding.

When the representative emerges, the primary officer will carefully approach and ensure the alarm is false.  If the alarm is false, one officer will carefully enter the residence with the representative to ensure everything is ok.

If the residence fails to answer or a representative fails to emerge in a timely manner, the officers should coordinate a search of the exterior of the residence for evidence of any attempted or actual entry.
If a possible entry location is found, the officers should contact a supervisor and cover the building to prevent a possible escape.  The supervisor will determine if officers are to enter and search the residence.
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
