	Issue/Scenario:
	You have just been called to the High School where the school has used a private firm with a drug dog to run through the school lockers in the hallways.  The drug dog has alerted to a locker.  The principal has called the student from the classroom and has requested that he unlock the locker.  The student complies and the principal digs through the locker and pulls out a baggie of what appears to be marijuana.  He hands it to you and you examine it and believe t is marijuana.
Can you take the 15 year old student into custody?


	Discussion:
	Yes. 

Students have a diminished right to privacy in the school setting and principals and teachers have an increased right to maintain their campuses free of dangers and drugs.  Principals can search lockers without search warrants if they have a reasonable suspicion of a danger or contraband.
In this case, the principal had reasonable suspicion based on the drug dog alert.

You will need to document the arrest including the name of the company and the drug dog and handler involved.
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
