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	Issue/Scenario:
	The Department approved shotgun is a Remington Model 870 loaded with four rounds of Federal 00 Buck.   
What is the procedure to verify that the shotgun in your assigned squad is in working order?


	Discussion:
	Prior to their tour of duty, officers will inspect the shotgun assigned to their squad.   This inspection shall be conducted in a safe manner.  This inspection shall be limited to checking the locked carrier system and inspecting the exterior of the shotgun.  If the shotgun has white tape around the slide, it reflects that is has not been used and has been serviced within the past six months.  If the white tape is not present or broken, the shotgun should not be considered safe.  Under these circumstances, the shotgun should be cleared using the clearing barrel or on the range.  After clearing the shotgun, officers should assess how the shotgun is functioning and check the ammunition for any signs of corrosion or deterioration.

If the officer finds any problem with the shotgun it should be cleared and secured in the firearms range.  The Training Commander should be notified of the observed problem with the shotgun or ammunition.
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
