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	Issue/Scenario:
	You have just conducted a traffic stop for speeding in the 1000 block of S. 92nd street on a Saturday afternoon.  La Follette park is full of families, including many young children on bikes.

The operator makes the following statement:  Give me a break…this 25 mph is a joke…I was only going 14 over!  

How would respond to this?


	Discussion:
	Even modestly higher speeds can spell the difference between life and death for pedestrians struck by a vehicle. The force of impact on the human body is more than one-third greater at 35 mph than at 30 mph.  Each 1-mph reduction in average speeds translates roughly to a 5 percent reduction in vehicle crashes.

Speeders are disproportionately involved in vehicle crashes.  Speeding is a contributing factor in about one-eighth of all crashes and in about one-third of all fatal crashes.  Most crashes occur in urban areas, although most fatalities occur on more remote highways.
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
