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	Issue/Scenario:
	You have just stopped a car and the driver appears foreign and has difficulty speaking English.  He spoke to his two passengers but not in English or Spanish.  He presented a California drivers license, a student visa, and  rental car papers.  You have just checked him on NCIC/TCIC and there was hit from the TSC for Code 3.
What do you do??


	Discussion:
	The TSC is the Terrorist Screening Center.  The Department of Homeland Security cannot give local agencies the names of everyone on the watchlist for a number of very appropriate reasons, and true terrorists would not likely stay in one area very long.  The Terrorist Screening Center is the agency that provides local law enforcement with information about potential terrorists.
Whenever a wanted person check is done, NCIC automatically checks the terrorist watchlist.  Depending on what is known about the individual, their response may be Code 1, 2, or 3.  In all cases you should contact the Terrorist Screening Center. 

Code 1 – Approach with Caution – Arrest.  A federal warrant may exist.

Code 2 - Approach with Caution – Detain.  There may be a detainer for the individual. Question the individual to assist TSC to identify individual and associates.

Code 3 -  Approach with Caution  Call the TSC but do not detain or arrest unless there is evidence of a violation of federal, state or local law.

In all cases, Approach with Caution and have a backup respond to your location.

DO NOT ALERT the subject in any way that they may be on the Terrorist Watchlist.

Do Not let your actions indicate undue suspicion.

In cases of Code 1 or 2, call the TSC immediately or have dispatch do so to determine what action to take.

In case of a Code 3, such as in this case, gather as much information as possible without unduly raising suspicion – including the identification of any passengers, and call the TSC immediately after the encounter.   866-872-9001
