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	Issue/Scenario:
	You have conducted a “Terry Stop” and decide to handcuff the individual that is being detained.  

Can a person be handcuffed during a Terry stop?  What justifies this action?


	Discussion:
	Yes, if there is a genuine safety concern. 

However, handcuffing should not be the standard procedure for a Terry stop as if it continues for too long and is accompanied by other restraining activity there is a danger that the court may view the contact as an arrest and no longer as a detention.
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
