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	Issue/Scenario:
	You and another officer respond to a death investigation.  Once on scene you locate the body of a man that is a well-known drug dealer.  A witness tells you that she observed the deceased with a large amount of money arguing with a male just before being shot.   The witness stated that the shooter never retrieved the money from the deceased right front pants pocket.  You ask the witness to wait for a detective to re-interview her, and you start setting up a perimeter.  While setting up the crime scene tape you notice your coworker near the deceased. The officer is squatting near the deceased and appears to be checking the right pants pocket.  It appears that this officer removed what appeared to be a large roll of currency.   You watch as the officer turns his back to you and starts to stand back up simultaneously making a motion as though he were pushing something in his left pants pocket.  As you approach this officer he becomes defensive and ask you what the problem.  You know that this officer is been having some financial problems and has just started working a second job. 

What do you do?



	Discussion:
	Approach him and ask him what he placed in his pocket and then request a supervisor to respond.  Additionally do not leave the officer leave your sight.  Once a supervisor is present explain to this person what you saw and the information about the currency that the witness passed on to you.
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
