	You have responded to a domestic violence call.  During your approach, you hear a gunshot.  You take immediate cover.  From this position you want to see if the adversary is a continuing threat.
How should you accomplish this tactic?


	Discussion:
	Priority:  Use Your Weapon as Your "Third Eye"

Anytime that you move your head out from behind cover to see whether an

adversary is a continuing threat, and if so, from what location, you must be ready

to shoot. Maintain a good shooting platform, holding your weapon in the tactical

ready position. In this position, the weapon does not interfere with your view, but

can be raised to a full fire position very quickly. The muzzle of your weapon is

your "third eye"—located just below your master eye. Never stick your head out

from behind cover—even a tiny bit—unless your weapon goes too.
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
