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	Issue/Scenario:
	You have just finished working a residential burglary in a high end neighborhood.  As you are driving away, you decide to check some of the alleys and trashcans for possible discarded evidence.  While driving the alley you find three rifles in the bushes.  Rifles were taken from the home and these are presumably the weapons.
What should you do?


	Discussion:
	Contact the crime scene investigation officers and advise them of the location.
If they advise they will come to the scene, protect the rifles from any further damage or tampering.

If they advise they are unable to come to the scene and request the rifles be brought to the office, you will need to protect them enroute.

Photograph the rifles in their original position.  

Using rubber gloves, carefully pick up the weapons and using as little pressure as possible, being careful not to slide your hands or fingers over the surfaces of the weapon, make the weapon safe by unloading and clearing the chamber.  Do not carry loaded weapons in the vehicle or into the station.

Carefully place the weapons on the floor of the backseat of the vehicle in a manner that best prevents movement.  You are attempting in the best way possible to minimize the amount of abrasion to any of the surfaces which might have prints.

When delivered to the crime scene unit, submit a supplement report detailing your actions.
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
