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	Issue/Scenario:
	If a subject has succeeded in taking your firearm away from you, you are in an extremely dangerous situation, requiring prompt action.
What do you do?


	Discussion:
	If someone has taken your firearm, you may be in immediate danger of losing your life.   Appropriate immediate action might include the use of deadly force by a cover officer or by you if you have a secondary weapon, if it appears the subject is intent on using deadly force against you.  

If close enough, attempt to utilize the GUN (Grab/Undo/Neutralize) technique.

Otherwise, disengage to an area of cover and notify other officers as soon as possible that subject has your weapon.

Use verbalization to attempt to persuade the subject to drop the weapon.
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
